Bob Green has been the architect of the Edmonton Oil Kings since they 
joined the WHL in 2007-08. During the 2011-12 season, Green’s fifth campaign 
as general manager, the Oil Kings skated to the best record in the WHL with a 

50-15-3-4 mark for 107 points, capturing the Scotty Munro Memorial trophy. The Oil 
Kings’ roster features 16 players who were selected by Green and his staff through 
the WHL Bantam Draft and another two who were chosen through the CHL Import 
draft. Eight of the team’s top 10 scorers were drafted by Green. In addition, Green 
bolstered his roster with key acquisitions such as Tyler Maxwell and Jordan Peddle.
